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Step 1: Click on Manage Storefront

Once your litter has been added to Marketplace, you can update your 
Marketplace Storefront by clicking “MANAGE STOREFRONT.”



Step 2: Storefront - Overview 

This page is where you can update your Marketplace Name, Custom URL, and breeding 
program/kennel description. All of the fields are editable so you can customize them as much as 
you want.  



Step 3: Storefront - Location 

This page is where you can 
update your name, website, 
email address, phone 
number, and address.

You can hide fields like your 
home address, but things 
like email address and zip 
code are mandatory. That 
way, prospective dog 
owners can easily search 
and contact you.



Step 4: Storefront - Type 

Here you can provide more 
information about yourself 
and your breeding program. 
You can indicate when you 
first started breeding as well 
as which breeds you’re 
involved with.

Additionally, this page holds 
the Breeder Profile, which 
will look familiar from OBC. 



Step 5: Storefront - Photos & Videos 

This page is where you can add photos or 
videos to your Storefront. Click the green 

button to start adding.

You have the ability to crop, zoom in/out, and 
rotate the photo until it’s just right. You can 

also add a caption to your image.

You can select a primary photo which will be the main image that visitors see when they visit your Storefront. 
To do this, click on one of your uploaded photos and click the orange “Make Primary Photo” button. You’ll see a 

blue border around your photo, indicating that it’s your primary.



Step 6: Storefront - Billing & Payments

In the Billings & Payment 
section you can upgrade to a 
paid account or update your 
billing information.

A paid account means that 
your Storefront will continue 
to show up in Marketplace 
even if you don’t have any 
active listings. Some 
breeders like doing this so 
they can showcase their 
breeding program all year 
long.
